To combat the problem, experts 
recommend that consumers reduce, 
recycle, and reuse - practices which 
divert materials from our local waste 
stream.  

When solid waste is not recycled, it 
often goes to a landfill where it 
remains for a long time.  While a 
banana peel is there for only 3-4 
weeks, a plastic bottle will be there 
for more than a million years!   

Curbside Recycling 
Program  

Starting June 1st, curbside pickup of 
household recyclable goods will 
begin.  Allied Waste is Milan's 
contractor for collecting and 
processing recyclable goods.   
 
In May, Allied Waste will be 
delivering to each household, at no 
cost, a 96-gallon container.   
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Milan’s Curbside Recycling Program 
Starts June 1st 

Recycling is important in the 
preservation of a community’s 
environmental health for this 
and future generations.  The 
Village of Milan is taking an 
important first step by initiating a 
new curbside recycling service in 
June.   
 
Curbside recycling is a convenient 
and cost effective way to reduce 
waste from our landfills.  Over the 
past 30 years, the waste produced 
in the U.S. has more than doubled.  
As U.S. residents, businesses and 
institutions buy more 
convenience and disposable items, 
the amount of waste is rising.  U.S. 
consumers produce more than 
251 million tons of municipal 
solid waste, which calculates to 
approximately 4.6 pounds of 
waste per person per day!

Curbside Recycling Cont. 
Residents who prefer a 48-gallon container can 
contact the Village at (309) 787-8500 to arrange 
an exchange.  This container will be picked up bi-
weekly and is for all permissible recyclables.  A 
fee of $4.00 per month ($8.00 per billing cycle) 
will be included on your water bill.  Allied Waste 
will be providing you with additional information, 
schedules and guidelines. You can visit the 
company’s website at 
www.alliedwastebettendorf.com. 
 

Large Household Items  
Large household items, such as furniture, will be 
picked-up on a call-in basis.   Residents can call 
(309)787-8500 and the item will be picked up the 
following Tuesday.   Please note, any item that 
will fit into your regular cart is not considered a 
large household item.   
 

Lawn Waste Pickup 
Effective May 1, 2009, residents who would like 
lawn waste pickup (grass clippings, leaves, etc.) 
will now pay a seasonal registration fee of $25.  
With this registration, the resident will receive 10 
Milan bio-bag stickers, and the residence will be 
scheduled for a weekly Monday yard waste 
pickup.   Additional stickers can be purchased for 
$1.45 each.  These changes allow us to plan 
scheduled routes and avoid unnecessary mileage 
and expense.   
 

Brush Pickup 
Curbside brush pickup will be provided on a call-
in basis.  Brush should be no heavier than 50 lbs, 
no longer than 4 feet in length, and tied or 
bundled.   Residents will need to call (309) 787-
8500 to have a brush pickup scheduled for the 
following Monday.   

Appliances (“White Goods”) and 
Tire Collection 
These items can be picked up through a program 
of the Rock Island County Waste Management 
Agency.  Call (800) 917-1969 to schedule your 
free curbside pickup. Additional information is 
available at their website www.ricwma.org. 
  

Hazardous and E-waste Disposal  
E-waste and certain household hazardous 
materials can be taken to the Scott Area 
Household Hazardous Material Facilities in 
Davenport, Iowa for processing and 
environmentally safe disposal.  Please call (563)

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Village of Milan Joins MUNICIES Program 
 

In an effort to save money and speed up municipal “civil” cases, 
Milan became part of the Municipal Code Enforcement System 
(MUNICIES) as a cost sharing effort with Moline, East Moline and 
Rock Island.  
 
By joining forces, cities that participate in MUNICIES can speed up 
the court cases involving city building and zoning violations.  As 
such, MUNICIES will provide Milan a more efficient and timely 
court processes when dealing with cases involving such 
complaints by citizens as neglect of building codes and property.  
This will aid the city in an effort to be a safe, clean and inviting 
community in which to live, work and play.  

James Lams of Milan, achieved scouting’s 
highest rank by becoming an Eagle Scout on 
December 21, 2008. Mr. Lams, a freshman at 
Sherrard High School, is the son of Paul and 
Scarlet Lams of Milan.
