Remember last year on Sunday, July 
21, 2008, the Village of Milan and 
surrounding areas were hit by 
widespread and destructive straight-
line winds of 60 ɀ 90 miles per hour.  
Downed trees and power lines left 
over 130,000 residents of the Quad 
Cities without power for several days.   
For the average person, this caused 
minor inconveniences, but for those 
relying on power for life-support or 
to keep medicine cold, a natural 
disaster takes on a more serious 
matter. 
 
Milan resident Marbro Rush- Osborn 
saw the Village dive into action.  She 
witnessed police out in force, 
checking on residents, cleaning up 
debris, removing dangerous power 
lines, opening emergency shelters.  
She was inspired by their actions.   
 
Marbro thought of her neighbors, 
seniors and others who may not have 
the resources to take matters into 
their own hands.  She wanted to do 
more such as finding a way to let the 
community find out about boil orders 
or shelter options when there is no 
electricity or phone service.  Her 
research led her to discover the 
Citizens Corps.

Lawyers, Bankers and Insurance Agents.  Having your 
books in order, your contracts buttoned up, your 
money safely managed and bases covered are each 
critical to your personal and business future. 
 Get great people!  The success of a company is its 

people.  It starts with you as the entrepreneur and 
flows from there to everyone on your team. 
 Brand your business.  A brand instills confidence, 

creates loyalty, and many times can command a 
premium price. But most of all a great brand reduces a
