You will receive a questionnaire in March 2010, either by US
mail or hand delivery. There will be 10 questions which
should take approximately 10 minutes to complete.
Households are asked to provide key demographic
information, including: whether a housing unit is rented or
owned; the address of the residence; the names, genders,
ages and races of others living in the household. Then
return the completed form. Census takers must visit
households that do not return questionnaires to take a count
in person. By increasing the number of mail in responses, it
will greatly reduce the overall cost of taking the census 7
saving valuable taxpayer dollars.

The Census forms will be available at the Village of Milan
following the initial mailing in March. If you are a new
resident or did not receive one in the mail, you can pick up a
form, but not until after the initial mailing in March 2010.
