Census Questionnaires
Coming in March

In March 2010, households will receive a questionnaire by US mail or
hand delivery. There will be 10 questions which should take
approximately 10 minutes to complete. Households are asked to
provide key demographic information, including: whether a housing
unit is rented or owned; the address of the residence; the names,
genders, ages and races of others living in the household. Census
takers must visit households that do not return questionnaires to take a
count in person. Mailing in your response will help reduce the overall
cost of taking the census i saving valuable taxpayer dollars.

The Census forms will be available at the Village of Milan following
the initial mailing in March. If you are a new resident or did not
receive one in the mail, you can pick up a form, but not until after
the initial mailing in March 2010.

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Freedom of Information Act
Update

The Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) was enacted
in 1966 to ensure that government information is
accessible to the people. In accordance, the Village of
Milan makes its meetings open to the public and
provides access to meeting notes and other pertinent
information. Attorney General Lisa Madigan
implemented new provisions in the state's Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA) and Open Meetings Act
(OMA). To help the public obtain access to
government records and meetings, Madigan appointed
a Public Access Counselor (PAC), expanded the staff
of the Public Access Bureau and created a dedicated
Hotline and e-mail address to reach the public access
staff. The new law, which took effect on Jan. 1,
strengthens the state's sunshine laws and will make it
easier for the public to gain access to the workings of
government bodies in Illinois.

Cara Smith has been named as the office's new Public
Access Counselor. A Deputy and Assistant Public
Access Counselors were added to the Public Access
Bureau. Smith, a deputy chief of staff in the Attorney
General's office, will oversee the Public Access
Bureau and work to ensure that government bodies
throughout Illinois are complying with FOIA and
OMA. The Attorney General's Web site,
www.illinoisattorneygeneral.gov, also offers
educational materials on FOIA and OMA. Anyone
seeking assistance from the Public Access Bureau can
call the Public Access Hotline at 1877-299-FOIA
(3642) or emailpublicaccess@atg.state.il.us.
